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Who can apply?

Parents or guardians of Full Time, kindergarten to senior secondary, students attending

a Tasmanian State or registered non-government school, students attending a polytechnic
or academy and independent students. Part time students in special circumstances may
be eligible if an application is supported by a statement from a student counsellor.

You must have a minimum of 50% care of a dependent child for them to be considered
your dependent.

How do | know if | am
eligible to apply?

You and your partner’s combined taxable income must be no more than the figures
shown in the income test table below. Grandparents raising Children are also eligible
to apply for and receive STAS. Students in year || or 12 who are required to pay a
general levy at the Polytechnic or Academy are eligible to apply for STAS. Mature aged
students should check with Student Services at the local campus.
